Kingsdown Road, Islington, London, N19 
Originally built in the mid-1850’s this charming leasehold house has 
undergone a schedule of works by the current owners, which has been 
cautiously approached to retain the authenticity and unique character whilst 
creating more functional living space.   
 
The ground floor, covered in a bespoke solid wood flooring has been 
redesigned to create a wonderful open-plan living room and dining area 
where a flow of light is clawed into the room from an oversized window, 
noticed on the approach to the property.  Separated from the dining area by 
a single column, a newly fitted contemporary kitchen finished with solid wood 
worktop adjoins the summer room which leads directly out onto the garden.  
 
Ascending the newly restored staircase complete with fitted spindles, the 
family bathroom on the half landing would benefit from some updating.  The 
main bedroom sits at the front of the plan, two oversized windows provide 
views over a landscaped green opposite, whilst the second double bedroom 
provides ample room for freestanding furniture.  Both bedroom floors have 
been stripped back to the original solid wood flooring which adds further 
charm to this period property.   
 
The garden provides wonderful outdoor entertainment space and mature 
brick planters, further benefitting from a utility room with plumbing for 
washing machine and dryer.   
  
Kingsdown Road is located on a quiet residential turning situated between 
four vibrant North London locations including Archway, Crouch End, Holloway 
and Finsbury Park.
