Situation
The land at Whatley is situated to the north-east of the village of
Whatley in a quiet, rural position surrounded by adjoining agricultural
land. The village of Whatley is a residential village with a number of
agricultural farms in the immediate proximity, located in the district of
the Mendips. Nearby towns include Frome located approximately 2
miles to the east and Shepton Mallet located approximately 10 miles
to the south-west. Access to the A361 is approximately 3 miles from
the land, leading to wider transport links.

Description

The land at Whatley comprises a single block of enclosed pasture
land, for sale as a whole, with access directly off Knaptons Hill. The
land is gently sloping and enjoys a pleasant aspect with views across
adjoining agricultural land.
