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SITUATION: 
 
Montagu Court is an exclusive block of luxury apartments located on 
Montagu Avenue, on the south side of the mature residential area of 
Gosforth. It overlooks the Town Moor with extensive views towards the city. 
 
Montagu Avenue links to Gosforth High Street where there is a wealth 
of amenities including local and national shops, restaurants, public houses, 
banks and coffee shops with several leisure facilities and sports clubs in the 
vicinity. 

This unique penthouse apartment situated in 
the lower block of the prestigious Montagu 
Court development offers outstanding 
accommodation. Boasting over 3000 sq. ft of 
living space with stunning south facing views 
over the Town Moor it is arguably one of the 
most spectacular living experiences in the 
North East.  

With private lift access to the seventh floor, 
three reception rooms, three double 
bedrooms, spacious balcony, and a double 
garage this is a rare gem with regional and 
national appeal. 



 

 

 

 

DESCRIPTION: 
80 Montagu Court is a most impressive penthouse apartment which is
only one of two properties taking up the whole seventh floor of the lower
block of Montagu Court. Restricted lift access to the 7th floor is solely to
this apartment and will suit a range of buyers looking for a luxury home
all on one level within an exclusive location. 

Finished to a high standard with gas central heating and double 
glazing installed the rooms offer great flexibility with a lovely light and 
airy feel and excellent views both to the south and north elevations, all 
rooms are a good size with three generous reception rooms as well as 
three bedrooms. An internal inspection is essential. 
 
Accessing the property is via secure doors with entry phone system, 
the communal hallway then leads to the lift with access to all 7 floors. 
There is a landing and doored access into the property itself. Once in 
the property the hallway sets the standard for the rest of the    
accommodation with a window toward the rear elevation, double doors 
opening through to the sitting room, two skylights allow a great deal of 
natural light into the hallway which has a bar and two cloaks 
cupboards. There is also a cloakroom and WC. 
 
The hall gives access to the drawing room, which is the principle living 
space, it has impressive south facing views over the sun terrace and 
the Town Moor and the city centre, its main focal point is a feature 
fireplace with timber mantelpiece surround, there is also cornice ceiling 
and ceiling rose. Double doors link through to the sitting room. 
 
The sitting room is a good sized, more informal space with sliding door 
access out to the south facing sun terrace, it also links up with the 
inner hallway and the bedrooms. 
 
Along the hall the dining room also has south facing views and a 
serving hatch back to the breakfasting kitchen, it also has cornice 
ceiling and ceiling rose and picture rail. Back in the main hallway the 
breakfasting kitchen provides the heart of the home, it is fitted with 
modern wall and base units and complementary work surface whilst 
there is a central island with granite work tops and breakfast bar.
